RESTRICTIONS AND REQUIREMENTS: 

· Vendors must submit vendor application form, payment, and necessary documentation before the vendor application deadline: May 1, 2011;

· A $25 charge will be applied to vendor cancellations after May 1, 2011; 

· Vendors must unload and set-up on the day of the festival between 6:30 and 9:30 a.m.; 
· Vendors will not be permitted to drive on the festival grounds after 9:00 a.m.; 
· Vendors must break-down, pack-up and leave the festival ground after the festival is completed, approximately sundown, on the night of the festival;

· Vendor parking will be available in the designated vendor and volunteer parking area;
· Vendors will receive 2 free admissions to the festival. Additional passes can be purchased as needed at the gate;  
· Vendors must be prepared for rain, snow or shine (Easy-up tents are recommended);
· No generators please - this detracts from the music and atmosphere of the festival;
· Vendors must abide by park restrictions – including location of vehicles and solid waste management guidelines;
· Vendors must pay 6.95% sales tax to the state of Colorado to benefit the town of Dolores;
· Vendors will provide an estimate of profits to festival organizers after the event;
· Vendors are prohibited to bring outside alcohol into the festival grounds.
